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NATIONAL CONSTITUTION CENTER TO HOST
HINDSIGHT IS ALWAYS 20/20 EXHIBITION

Philadelphia, PA (September 11, 2008) — The National Constitution Center will host its
first civic art installation exhibition, Hindsight is Always 20/20, from September 27,
2008, through Election Day - November 4, 2008. Hindsight is Always 20/20 is
comprised of 41, six-foot tall freestanding light boxes, bearing the words from each
president’s State of the Union addresses sorted by frequency in the format of an eye
chart. The exhibition offers a fascinating snapshot of each president’s term, containing a
mix of historically topical keywords and rhetoric unique to each president and the time
period in which he served. The exhibition will be mounted on the Center’s front lawn on
Independence Mall in Historic Philadelphia. Admission is free. Hindsight is Always
20/20 will serve as a supplement to the Headed to the White House exhibition, which
debuts at the Center on September 17, 2008.

“This unique intersection of civics and art provides a tangible way for visitors to view the
presidency,” says National Constitution Center President and CEO Joseph M. Torsella.
“It is our hope that exhibitions like this will enable us to make new connections to our

current visitors and attract new audiences.”

Hindsight is Always 20/20 is part of the Center’s long range goal to broaden our

audiences and expand our offerings through compelling and diverse exhibitions.
Hindsight is Always 20/20 is presented in partnership with Independence National
Historical Park. The exhibition will debut on National Public Lands Day as part of the Art

in the Park celebration on September 27, 2008.

Artist R. Luke DuBois created Hindsight is Always 20/20 by utilizing a process of word
counting that combines all of the State of the Union addresses from each presidency
(with the exceptions of William Henry Harrison and James Garfield, who passed away
before submitting a message to Congress) and sorts them according to word frequency,
generating a Snellen-style eye chart for each president. Words drawn from each speech
are presented in order of most frequent (listed in large typeface at the top of the chart) to
least frequent (listed in small typeface toward the bottom). [SEE EXAMPLES BELOW.]

Hindsight is Always 20/20 debuted at Dialog: City, a non-partisan arts and cultural event
in Denver, Colorado, to coincide with the Democratic National Convention. The
Frederick R. Weisman Art Museum at the University of Minnesota in Minneapolis — host

city of the Republican National Convention — also showcased the exhibition.

R. Luke DuBois is a composer, artist, and performer who explores the temporal, verbal,
and visual structures of pop-culture ephemera. He is the co-author of Jitter, a software
suite for the real-time manipulation of matrix data. Past exhibitions of his work have
been displayed at the Insitut Valencia d’Art Modern in Valencia, Spain; San Jose
Museum of Art; Daelim Museum in Seoul, Korea; Sundance Film Festival; and Sydney
Film Festival. In addition, DuBois has appeared on over 20 albums individually, as a
producer, and as part of the avant-garde electronic group The Freight Elevator Quartet.
He holds a doctorate in music composition from Columbia University, and teaches
interactive sound and video performance at Columbia University’s Computer Music

Center, New York University, and the School of Visual Arts.
